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Embankment View Walk
Continuing the work in 2005 when we made our woodland walk, 
we aim to make a grassy walk this winter along the top of the 
embankment  on the left hand side as you go down the park. The 
views of the Allen Valley are stunning, but only agile children 
have been able to take advantage of it! Our tree man has cleared
branches and some small trees that block the way and with some 
tractor work and a couple of steps, the route should be clear. We 
are also planting some birch trees at the start of this walk over 
the winter. 

Gas Checks
We advise strongly that you have a gas check 
done on your caravan regularly. If you let 
friends use your caravan, it is a legal 
requirement that you have a gas check done 
annually. We plan to use a local Hexham 
firm this year and the price is £14 less 
than our previous firm. We will 
appreciate your feedback. The gas check 
would be done in April as the caravan needs 
to be connected to water and gas for the 
check to be carried out. You need to make a 
cheque for £68 payable to Allendale 
Caravan Park. If additional works are needed you 
would be contacted directly by C&D Newman.

Activities in Allendale
Carrie of catering business Pennine Picnics, 
is moving her business to the Smelting Mill 
just 300yds away once the craft units there 
open in the spring. At the moment she gets 
up at 5am on Mondays and Fridays to make 
her bread which she sells at the Market 
Place in Allendale. She has plans to open a 
bakery at the Smelting Mill, though this will 
not be open initially. She knows that we are 
eager for a bakery to open just a short walk 
from the park.
A chocolatier is joining Pebbles Art Café in 
Allendale in the spring, selling her hand 
made chocolates. She is from Allenheads, 
rather than a fey French woman blown into 
the village by magic as in the book and film, 
‘Chocolat’ , but she has been making 
chocolates all her life and you can judge 
whether they taste as good as those in the 
book!

Some of you know that we were one of 
only 23 parks in England used as a trial 
this year of a new and even more 
challenging update after 10 years to the 
David Bellamy Conservation Awards for 
Caravan Parks. We were delighted to 
hear that we got a gold award for the 
fourth time. David Bellamy’s feedback 
to us was “you are one of our most 
committed small parks and I take my hat 
off to you” .
