The
chimneys on the opposite hillside
lie at the end of flues from the old
smelting mill in the valley below.
The flues extracted fumes from the
smelters. Lead and silver within the
fumes condensed on the walls of
the flue and were later removed,
often by children, to be re-used.

B Blackett Level entrance. This mine level was
started in 1855 and reached a total length of 4.5 miles.
It was intended to de-water Allenheads mine and find
new veins of lead ore but was never completed due to
the collapse of the price of lead.

C The River East Allen winds its way down
the East Allen Valley from its source at
Allenheads.The old Celtic word for
Allendale means @alley of the
shining waterQperhaps because the
river contains trace silver and
lead ore.

D Site of the old smelting mill.

The lead from the surrounding
dale was smelted here over a period
of more than 200 years. It finally closed
in 1897 after having been the main source
of employment for the local population. At its peak in
the 1860s the parish population rose to 6,400. It is now
about 1,600.

E In autumn seatrout can be seen jumping the weir.
